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The periodic table is a table in which can be found all the elements that exist in nature. This table is organized in rows and columns. Each row is also called a period and each column, a group. In the table, there are seven periods and eighteen groups. 

The elements are ordered by the atomic number which show us how many protons the nucleus has. The first element is Hydrogen, which has only one proton. The following element is Helium which has two protons. The following elements go on increasing this number one by one. This is a very important number because there are no two elements with the same number; therefore this number lets us identify each element. 

Each element is placed inside a box in which there is information about it. It is possible to know its physical state in standard conditions, the atomic number, its atomic weight, if the element is metal or non-metal, if the atomic volume is bigger or smaller than the following or previous element, the melting or boiling point and any other characteristics.

In order to know many of these characteristics it is necessary to understand the colour. Each box is coloured in a specific way that provides information about the metal characteristics of the element.  Most of the boxes are coloured in light green which means the elements are metals. 

To know the physical state we need to know the symbol’s colour. If the element is written in black the element is solid, in red gas, in blue liquid, in purple synthetics.

There is a squashed line that separates metal and non metal elements. Metals are on the left side of the table and non-metals on the right. Located around this line are semi-metal elements with intermediate properties between metals and non-metals. 

Some of the group names of the table are:


1: alkali metals;    2:  alkali earth metals;     3-12:  transition metals;    17: halogens ;    18: noble gases.

When you finish doing the exercises you’ll know your score. If you get 10 points or more you are excellent, 8-10 very well, 6-8 you need study a little bit more. Bad if you get less than 6.
